Information required for SR/SC (*): 
Safety Assessment Report (SAR); 
MSDS; First Article Test Plan(s); 
Any pertinent Test Results; 
Operating/Maintenance Manuals; 
UN/DoT Transportation Certificates. 
(*) Not all will be available for each system. 

Depending upon the SYSTEM(!) additional testing may be necessary. Either by ATEC, 

CERDEC or other establishments: Examples include - Vehicle Testing; 

Electromagnetic Interference; Radio Frequency Concerns; Computer Operational 

Compatibility; Communications Capabilities… 

Upon Review and Approval by CECOM  Safety a RECOMMENDATION is submitted to 
ATEC (Generally by CECOM  Safety) for an SR/SC;  
Additional Information, Testing may be required by ATEC 

Safety Release Issued by ATEC; to support Soldier use during CONUS Test Events. 

Safety Confirmation Issued by ATEC; to support Milestone Decisions, Fielding 

Initiatives, and Soldier use during OCONUS test events.
